Mr. Edwards remarked that the Township is kicking around the possibility of selling the 1997 International.

New Business: 

Mr. Cook motioned to renew the Sam’s Club memberships for the year 2014.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to enter into a “Salt Participation Agreement” for sodium chloride (road salt) with the Pennsylvania Department of general Services for the winter of 2014-2015.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to exonerate Laurie Hanchar, Tax Collector of all unpaid real estate taxes for the year of 2013.  Total unpaid taxes are $4,001.99 General, $276.51 Street Light.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to rescind Resolution No. 12-3-13: Guaranteeing payment in the amount not to exceed $300,000.00 of Promissory Note to Scottdale Bank & Trust Co. relative to a revolving line of credit to be granted to the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority to secure funding in order to proceed with the design and installation of the sanitary sewage project.”

(The rescinding of this motion is to save tax payer dollars on interest charges)

Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Beranek motioned to assist the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority with funding to cover costs including but not limited to easements, right-a-ways, permits, permit fees, Engineering and Solicitor fees in order to obtain the above mentioned that are non-reimbursable and possibly reimbursable through the pending approval of Penn Vest Loan. (Per Penn Vest requirements).  Funding not to exceed $150,000.00 without prior approval from Supervisors.  Funding will come from the Township Act 13 account, General Fund Account, and closing of PNC Investment Account coming due February 15, 2014.   A written agreement between the Township and Authority may be discussed in the following months for possible full/partial reimbursement from Authority as revenues become available to the Authority upon completion of project.  This funding is needed in order to proceed with the installation of the Sanitary Sewage Project.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to adopt Resolution No. 02-01-2014: “Resolution against FirstEnergy Attacks on Working Families and communities.”  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, no, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Adjournment:

Mr. Cook motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Supervisors regular meeting.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.
