New Business:

Mr. Edwards motioned to reappoint Jackie Beranek to the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority Board for a term of five (5) years.  Term to expire 12/31/2022.

During the vote Pete Fratto, Supervisor elect questioned whether that would be a conflict of interest for Mr. Beranek to vote in favor since this is his wife?

Solicitor Cicconi suggesting tabling the motion until next meeting to avoid controversy.
Mr. Edwards & Mr. Beranek agreed to table the motion until next months meeting when Mr. Cook will be present.

Mr. Edwards motioned to introduce and advertise the proposed 2018 tentative budget.  Budget includes $354,709.50 in revenues with expenditures of $505,991.00. Expenditures to be covered by carry over revenues of $568,243.49.   Tax rate to remain at .642 mills.  Proposed budget will be available for public inspection at the Township Municipal Building Monday thru Friday from 10am to 3pm until next regular scheduled meeting to be held December 12, 2017.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, absent.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned direct the secretary to advertise the intent to appoint a certified or competent public accountant or a firm of certified or co certified or competent public accountants, either of which shall be registered in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, to make an examination of all accounts of the Township for FY 2017.  Said appointment will take place at the Upper Tyrone Township Supervisors regular meeting to be held January 2, 2018.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Cook, absent, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to Authorize and direct the Township Solicitor to research and review previous Agreements with West Penn Power and Resolutions of Upper Tyrone Township concerning the amount of Light Fund receivables from property owners which are included in such Agreements.  This is due to increase costs of electricity.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, absent.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to adopt Resolution No. 11-01-2017: A Resolution of the Township of Upper Tyrone, Fayette County, Pennsylvania, adopting the Fayette County 2017 Hazard Mitigation Plan.”  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook absent, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Edwards motioned to allow Pete Fratto, Supervisor elect to attend ‘Boot Camp for Elected Officials”.  Township to pay costs associated with class as allowed by law.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, absent, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Supervisors regular meeting.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote- Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, absent, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.
