Upper Tyrone Township Supervisors Regular Meeting
November 14, 2016

Meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Mr. Edwards, present, Mr. Cook, present, Mr. Beranek, present.

Persons Attending:  Solicitor Cicconi, Crystal Aston from Swede Construction Corp., John Seman from Masco Construction Inc., Nathan Raffle from Raffle Construction, Joe Allison from DeFrank Development, Inc., Cody Golon from Golon Inc., Len Lewandowski, Engineer Bill Utzman and Secretary Lori Henry.

Mr. Cook motioned to approve the October 11, 2016 regular meeting minutes.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Motion to Pay Bills:

Mr. Edwards motioned to pay the bills for the month of November 2016.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.   Vote – Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Unfinished Business:

Engineer Bill Utzman explained that there was a problem with the pdf copy of bids emailed to bidders.  Those who came and picked up bids at Municipal Building received specs completely.  Those who requested pdf copies via emailed were missing a section regarding roofing.

Solicitor Cicconi stated that in order for opening of bids to be fair the Supervisors would need to reject all bids as stated in Section 3102 - F “The Board of Supervisors may reject all bids received if its believed to be in the best interest of the township, and at a public meeting reasons for the rejection of all bids shall be announced and be noted in the minutes.”  Rejection is due to incomplete via emailing of bid specifications to proposed bidders.

Mr. Cook motioned to reject all bids received due to above for mentioned reasons.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Receiving of bids to be determined as per legal advertising for receiving.

Reports:

Mr. Cook stated that the township had a very good turnout for elections and hopes to continue to see it.

Solicitor Report:  none

Engineers Report:

Mr. Utzman apologized for the error with the bid specs.

Leslie Rhoads, CFM who is working with DCED to help update Flood Plain Ordinances email and stated that she would not be working with Ms. Henry and myself until she is under a new contract with state.  Once her contract is renewed we will continue to work with us to update the townships Floodplain Ordinance.

Mr. Cook asked what is the progress of paving from contractors performing the sewage line installation.

Mr. Utzman stated that they are going to have to dig up Mt. East Road due to failing of gravity test.  It will depend if they can find what’s causing the clog.
Mr. Utzman said that the grinder pump installation is to begin approx. the 1st of December.  Restoration and paving is also scheduled.
Mr. Edwards stated that he has received a complaint and request from a resident Ms. Kite who lives on Montgomery Road.  She is worried that someone is going to hit her home since it’s on a bend.  There has been apparently accidents that have happened in front of her home.  She would like the township to place a guide rail along road at her residence.  The Supervisors authorized and directed Mr. Utzman to look into the situation.

New Business:

Mr. Edwards motioned to direct the secretary to advertise t4he intent to appoint a certified or competent public accountant or a firm of certified or co certified or competent public accountants, either of which shall be registered in the commonwealth of Pennsylvania, to make examination of all accounts of the Township for FY 2016.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to introduce and advertise the proposed 2017 tentative budget.  Budget includes projective revenues in the amount of $349,874.05 with projective expenditures in the amount of $583,581.00 leaving a deficit of $233,706.95 to be covered by carry over revenues.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Adjournment:

Mr. Edwards motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Supervisors regular meeting.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.
