Motion to Pay Bills:

Correspondence:
Mr. Edwards announced that the Jacob’s Creek Clean Sweep will be held June 18th, 2016.  Carl William from PA Clean-ways has volunteered equipment for their use if needed and as of now there are approx. 9 volunteers along with the Twp’s road crew guys that will be doing the clean-up.

Mr. Edwards also stated that he would like to discuss giving the two road crew guys a $.25 cent raise.  (To be discussed under New Business)

Unfinished Business:

Mr. Cook stated that Mutual Aid have requested Wharton Twp and Perry Twp for donated funds to help with costs.  Area agencies are having a hard time servicing the areas due to financial instability.  Mr. Cook expects that the Twp will be called upon to provide funding in the future.

Engineers Report:
Mr. Utzman stated that he has given the schedule for the addition to be constructed to the municipal building to the supervisors.  Construction bidding should hopefully happen around the 2nd week of August.

New Business:

Mr. Cook motioned to donate $100.00 to the Fayette County Association of Township Supervisors for their Annual Gulf Outing for a Flag sponsor.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to enter into a Commercial Services Agreement with Armstrong Utilities, Inc. to provide internet, telephone and cable to the municipal building in the amount of $211.85 per month. This is an increase of $116.60 per month due to the PUC (Public Utility Commission) requiring changes for Commercial Franchise Agreement holders that receive services.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to appoint the Secretary Lori Henry as Designation Agent for the PEMA reimbursement to be authorized to Execute for and behalf of Upper Tyrone Township. (This is for reimbursement for the snow storm in Jan. 2016 that was declared state of emergency).  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Cook motioned to purchase and have installed a stainless Steel UTG Spreader w/Spill Plates for the 1998 International in the amount of $3,400.00.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to allow Ford Business Paperless Technologies to scan and index all files from 2007 & 2008 in the amount of $600.00.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to give Foreman Jeff Hann and Laborer Craig Whipkey a $.25 raise per hr.  Discussions followed.

Motion died to lack of second.
