Mr. Edwards motioned to introduce and advertise the intent to adopt Ordinance No. 4 of 2015: “The Ordinance authorizes the incurrence of lease rental debt to the Pennsylvania Infrastructure Investment Authority, evidenced by the guaranteed revenue note in an amount not to exceed $7,016,865.00, principal amount to be authorized and issued by the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority (“Authority”) in connection with the construction alterations and improvements to the sewer facilities located in and about this Township;  provides for the payment  of  associated related costs, fees and expenses; specifies the realistic useful life of the Project; authorizes and directs appropriate officers of the Township of Upper Tyrone to take certain actions and to execute certain documents, including a guaranty agreement between the Township as Guarantor, the Authority and the Pennsylvania Infrastructure Investment Authority; Approves the form, maximum guaranteed amounts, and sources of payment of the guaranty agreement, and pledges the full faith, credit and taxing power of this Township in support thereof; creates a sinking fund in connection with such guaranty obligations and appoints a sinking fund depository and provides for the repeal of all inconsistent ordinances or parts of ordinances.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Beranek motioned to pay for a potable generator to be used by the Everson Volunteer Fire Department in the amount of $6,775.00.  Funds have been appropriated in budget to cover this expense.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to purchase an electric Tarp Kit w/solid tarp to be place on the Township truck for hauling loose materials as required by law.  Purchase price is $1,100.00.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Beranek motioned to pay the Upper Tyrone Township 2016 Membership Contribution to Fay Penn economic Development.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Beranek motioned to donate $500.00 to the Fayette County Drug Task Force to use for an upcoming special project.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, no.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards stated he feels that $500.00 was too much to be donating.  

The Supervisors discussed looking into a landlord ordinance.  Having one in the Township would also help with sewage taps and bills.  Mrs. Henry is to get samples to distribute to solicitor and supervisors to review.
