Mr. Beranek motioned to adopt Ordinance No. 1 of 2017: “FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT ORDINANCE REQUIRING ALL PERSONS, PARTNERSHIPS, BUSINESSES, AND CORPORATIONS TO OBTAIN A PERMIT FOR ANY CONSTRUCTION OR DEVELOPMENT; PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF SUCH PERMITS; SETTING FORTH CERTAIN MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS FOR NEW CONSTRUCTION AND DEVELOPMENT WITHIN AREAS OF UpPER TYRONE TOWNSHIP WHICH ARE SUBJECT TO FLOODING; AND ESTABLISHING PENALTIES FOR ANY PERSONS WHO FAIL, OR REFUSE TO COMPLY WITH, THE REQUIREMENTS OR PROVISIONS OF THIS ORDINANCE.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.
Solicitor Report:
Solicitor Cicconi discussed the letter received from Pleasant Valley Water Authority asking for permission to extend water line to a Township resident.

Solicitor Cicconi stated that before we grant request we should get approval from the Water Authorities first that service the Township stating that they do not have issues regarding the extension.  

Mr. Edwards motioned to authorize and direct the Township Secretary to direct a letter to Pleasant Valley Water Authority granting permissions to extend a water line into UTT to service Mr. & Mrs. Gordon Wilhelm once the water authority’s which service UTT acknowledge no objections to same. Mr. Beranek motioned to approve payment request #3 from Roger Suter & Son’s in the amount of $21,192.74 for work performed on the Municipal Building.  Payment request has been review and approved by project engineer.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to direct the Township Secretary to advertise for two separate bids for road paving for various roads in the Township.  Roads include on first bid; portions of Woods Road (TR-760) for approx. 1,364ft X 20ft, Center Drive (TR-453) approx 1,174ft X 16ft, Pigeon Hill (TR-809) for 2,182ft X 20ft and Baltimore Avenue (TR-969) approx. 333ft X 20ft with milling to place slope of road at Municipality direction.  Second bid will include paving of Baltimore Avenue (TR-969) approx. 333ft X 20ft with milling to place slope of road at Municipality direction, Center Drive (TR-453) approx 1,174ft X 16ft and Pigeon Hill (TR-809) for 2,182ft X 20ft.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Edwards motioned to close out the CD at Somerset Bank & Trust in the amount of $58,295.00 plus interest.  Funds to be then deposited into the General Fund account.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.
