Upper Tyrone Township Supervisors Regular Meeting

Meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  

Persons Attending:  Solicitor Cicconi, Engineer Bill Utzman, Len Lewandowski, Ron Lewandowski, Kurt Snyder, Jackie Beranek and Secretary Lori Henry.

Mr. Beranek motioned to approve the September 16, 2014 regular meeting minutes as written.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Treasurers Report as of 10/14/2014:

Mr. Cook motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Public Comment:

Len Lewandowski stated that since there has been no news from the state regarding the water problem on McClure Road Mrs. Clarence Lewandowski put a 16” pipe along her property at her own expense to fix the issue.  

Motion to Pay Bills:
Mr. Beranek motioned to pay the bills for the month of October, 2014.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Correspondence:
Mr. Edwards stated that the Twp has received notice that the Township’s liquid Fuels Tax Fund has been audited.  The Township maintained and followed proper Liquid Fuels Funds procedures.  AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Department of Auditor General regarding Commonwealth’s 2014 state aid allocation supporting Volunteer Fire Relief Association.  Distributed amounts are as follows Scottdale Volunteer Fire Department will receive $3,477.53 and Everson VFD will receive $6,955.07.  AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST
Unfinished Business:

Mr. Beranek motioned to introduce and advertise the intent to adopt Ordinance No. 1 of 2014: “Requiring that all garbage, rubbish and other refuse be conveyed to an approved landfill for ultimate disposal by the sanitary land fill method; Regulating the care and removal of garbage, rubbish and refuse in said township and the setting of specifications for the same; Affirming the intention of the Township Supervisors to secure the services of a private contractor to exclusively provide collection, removal and disposal services; Making provisions for the award of a contract to a private contractor; outlining contractor responsibility; Mandating subscription to services provided by such contractor; and providing for enforcement of the provisions of this ordinance.”  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, abstained.  Mr. Cook stated he is abstaining due to the fact that he had not looked over the recent changes that were made.  Motion accepted.
Reports of Officials:

Mr. Edwards discussed “Tower Regulations” and asked if the Solicitor would be able to get the Board information pertaining to it. 

Mr. Beranek motioned to direct the Solicitor to research “Tower Regulation Ordinances” for the Board to look over and possibly have such regulations in the Township if necessary.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Engineers Report:   (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST)
Engineer Bill Utzman discussed the following items, Pigeon Hill Culvert Repair and Shallenberger Properties, Stormwater Management Review.

K2 Engineering Firm is requesting that Shallenberger Properties get a letter of compliance with the TWP  Municipal Stormwater Ordinance.  
Mr. Utzman stated that since the Township has a draft ordinance only, it appears only two options exist.

1. To review the plan in accordance with the draft ordinance

2. The Township write a letter stating they currently do not have a Stormwater Management Ordinance.

Solicitor Cicconi recommends that the Township use option two, writing a letter stating they currently do not have a Stormwater Management Ordinance therefore they will need to comply with the Fayette County Stormwater Management Ordinance which is enforceable here in the Township until the Township introduces and adopts their own. 
Mr. Beranek motioned to direct Engineer Bill Utzman to send a letter to K2 Engineering along with Fayette County advising them that the Township does not currently have their own Stormwater Ordinance at this time and until adoption that they would need to abide but the Fayette Counties Stormwater Management Ordinance.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to set Trick or Treat for Upper Tyrone Township on Sunday October 26, 2014 from 2 to 4 p.m.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote- Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Cook motioned to allow Jeff Hann and Craig Whipkey to attend the Warm Mix Asphalt Seminar on October 31, 2014 at the Perry Township Volunteer Fire Dept.  This is a free seminar.  All other expenses allowed by law to be reimbursed.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.  

Mr. Cook motioned to invest the Township’s Certificate of Deposit which will mature on 10/17/2014 at First Federal of Greene County in the amount of $124,747.58 and the Township’s USA Treasury Note in the amount of approx. $53,000.00 invested through PNC which will mature on 10/31/2014 with 1/3 going to Passbook Savings at Scottdale Bank, 1/3 Somerset Trust Company for a 30 month special CD and 1/3 Somerset Trust Company for a 72 month CD.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Adjournment:

Mr. Beranek motioned to adjourn the Supervisors regular meeting.  Mr. Cook seconded the emotion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.
