Upper Tyrone Township Supervisors Regular Meeting
July 8, 2014
Meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Mr. Edwards, present, Mr. Beranek, present, Mr. Cook, present.  

Persons Attending:  Solicitor Cicconi, Engineer Bill Utzman, Edwin Zaffina, Len Lewandowski, Ron Lewandowski, Jackie Beranek and Secretary Lori Henry.
Mr. Beranek motioned to approve the June 10, 2014 regular meeting minutes as written.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Treasurers Report as of 07/08/2014:

Mr. Cook motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Public Comment:

Len Lewandowski asked if there has been any progress with the water problem in the McClure Area.

Mr. Utzman responded that the Twp has submitted a grant application to Fayette County for CDBG funds to help with costs to correct issue.

Edwin Zaffina discussed the possibility of DCNR giving the Coal & Coke Trail additional funds towards putting up a fence along portions of the trail.   One of the three requests from DCNR is that the Township take over the lease that is currently with RTC.  This would be a 25 year lease agreement. The current agreement is a 15 year lease with RTC.  The TWP would be responsible for cutting grass if they were to take over lease with no other liability per Mr. Zaffina.
Solicitor Cicconi stated that the board could not take any action until certain items are done.  MLP Steel would have to agree to let the Twp lease the property, revised budget (including fence) would need to be submitted and then the Twp would have to send a letter requesting additional funding.
Motion to Pay Bills:
Mr. Beranek motioned to pay the bills for the month of July 2014.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Correspondence: 
Keep Pennsylvania Beautiful – Thanking Twp for their support of their programs by donating the backhoe and truck with the clean-up on Broadford and Woods Road.  AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST
Mr. Edwards questioned the correspondence received from Engineer Bill Utzman regarding the Stormwater Management Ordinance.
Mr. Utzman explained that he has reviewed the Wharton Township Act 167 Stormwater Management Ordinance and the Fayette County’s Act 167 Draft Model Ordinance. 

Mr. Utzman feels the ordinance meets the requirements of the Pennsylvania Stormwater Best Managements Practices Mannual and the Fayette County Stormwater Management Act 167.  Mr. Utzman refered a fee schedule that could be made part of Article VI, Section 601 of the draft ordinance.

Mr. Cook motioned to direct the Solicitor to roll recommendations made by Engineer Bill Utzman regarding fee schedule into the draft ordinance to fit Upper Tyrone Township needs and bring back to the board for review.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.
Auditors Report:

Jeffrey J. McCue & Company, P.C. gave the 2013 Municipal Audit.  AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST
Mr. Cook motioned to approve the 2013 Municipal Audit.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.

Unfinished Business:

Mr. Cook motioned to adopt Ordinance No. 1 of 2014: “AUTHORIZING THE INCURRING OF LEASE RENTAL INDEBTEDNESS BY THE GUARANTY OF A 16.1% SHARE, BEING A $2,317,434.00 PORTION OF THE BOND OF THE  FAYETTE MUNICIPAL SEWAGE AUTHORITY TO BE ISSUED IN THE AGGREGATE AMOUNT OF FOURTEEN MILLION THREE HUNDRED NINETY-FOUR THOUSAND DOLLARS ($14,394,000); COVENANTING TO PAY, AND PLEDGING UNLIMITED TAXING POWER FOR THE PAYMENT OF A 16.1% SHARE OF THE BOND UNDER THE GUARANTY; AUTHORIZING FILINGS OF REQUIRED DOCUMENTS WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT; RATIFYING ACTIONS OF OFFICERS AND DIRECTING OTHER ACTIONS; AND MAKING OTHER COVENANTS IN RESPECT OF THE GUARANTY.”  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Beranek motioned to direct the Solicitor to prepare a draft Ordinance for Garbage Collection in Upper Tyrone Township.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, no.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook stated that he voted no due to the fact that the residents already have a choice of 3 haulers and people that recycle will have to have garbage collection.

There were discussions regarding the “Soliciting Ordinance” prepared by the Solicitor.

Mr. Beranek motioned to schedule a work session with the Solicitor and Supervisors to review the ”Soliciting Ordinance” to discuss changes including administrating it and whether it would stop volunteer agency’s from requesting donations.
