Upper Tyrone Township Supervisors Regular Meeting
August 12, 2014

Meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll Call:  Mr. Edwards, present, Mr. Cook, present, Mr. Beranek, present.

Persons Attending:  Solicitor Cicconi, Engineer Bill Utzman, Jackie Beranek, Edwin Zaffina and Secretary Lori Henry.
Mr. Beranek motioned to approve the minutes from the July 8, 2014 regular meeting as written.   Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.
Treasurers Report as of 08/12/2014:

Mr. Cook motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Public Comment:

Edwin Zaffina remarked about the current $25,000.00 grant that the Township has for the Coal & Coke Trail.  DCNR has agreed to double those funds to $50,000.00 if the Township would have the easement between Upper Tyrone Township (not RTC) and MLP Steel for at least 25 years (the current one only has 15 years remaining).  The Coal & Coke Trail would also have to submit a revised budget and the Township would have to send a letter requesting additional funding.
Motion to Pay Bills:
Mr. Beranek motioned to pay the bills for the month of August 2014.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes.  Motion accepted.

Correspondence and Communication:
Correspondence was read from Jacobs Creek Area Faith in Action requesting an increased donation of $275.00 from previous years of $250.00.  (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST)
Mr. Beranek motioned to donate $250.00 to Jacobs Creek Area Faith in Action.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, no.  Motion accepted.  Mr. Cook stated he voted no to the fact that he felt the Township could afford to donate $275.00 a $25.00 difference.

Unfinished Business:

Mr. Cook motioned to approve and authorize all proper officials to execute the agreement necessary to the guaranteeing with WESTMORELAND FAYETTE MUNICIPAL SEWAGE AUTHORITY (Westmoreland County, Pennsylvania), TOWNSHIP OF EAST HUNTINGDON, BOROUGH OF EVERSON, BOROUGH OF SCOTTDALE,
TOWNSHIP OF UPPER TYRONE, and FIRST NATIONAL BANK, as Lender
SECURING $14,394,000.00 WESTMORELAND FAYETTE MUNICIPAL SEWAGE AUTHORITY GUARANTEED SEWER REVENUE BOND, SERIES OF 2014.  The Townships portion is 16.1%.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes. Motion accepted.
Reports of Officials:


Mr. Beranek remarked that he would like to give the Code Enforcement Officer, Roger Adams a raise due to the fact that he has been using him a lot more, cost of gas, supplies, etc.  Feels that the current $100.00 per month is not enough.

Mr. Beranek motioned to increase the Code Enforcements maintenance fees from $100.00 per month to $250.00 per month to cover expenses he has to occur each month.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion. Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, abstain, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.  Mr. Cook stated that he has not talked to Mr. Adams regarding any issues concerning extra services or expenses that he may be having.

Mr. Edwards remarked that the Township is looking into possibly giving employees medical benefits.  Mr. Beranek feels it’s necessary in order to keep good employees.
Mr. Edwards also reported on the reviewing of the Stormwater Ordinance and Garbage Ordinance.
The Soliciting Ordinance has been tabled.

Engineers Report:

Mr. Utzman discussed the following items from his Engineers report for August 2014 (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST)

· Has looked at Painter Street Ext. water line issue

· Firm has done reviewing of Township mapping. There are depressions and in order to determine cause of them he recommends performing some non-evasive actions.
There was also discussion of the Township needing to draw up a Tap-in Ordinance for passage in the near future.

New Business:
Mr. Beranek motioned to move the September 9, 2014 regular meeting to September 16, 2014 due to Mr. Edwards and Mr. Cook being out of town.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to ratify Melvin Lerch was hired on July 14, 2014 as Skilled Laborer for Upper Tyrone Township.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to ratify that Gregory Lerch was hired on July 18, 2014 as Laborer for Upper Tyrone Township.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to ratify that Jeff Hann was hired on August 11, 2014 as Skilled Laborer for Upper Tyrone Township.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Beranek motioned to renew the Township’s Worker’s Compensation with Companion Property & Casualty Insurance Company in the amount of $5,483.00.  This is an increase of $164.00 from last year’s premium.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Beranek motioned to renew the Township’s Property, General, Automobile and Liability Insurance Coverage with American Alternative Insurance Corporation in the amount of $7,699.00.  This is an increase of $435.00 from last year’s premium.  Mr. Cook seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to adopt Resolution No. 08-01-2014: “A Resolution Guaranteeing payment of a Promissory Note to the Scottdale Bank & Trust Company for a revolving Tax Exempt Line of Credit in the amount of $150,000.00.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Cook motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township regular meeting.  Mr. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Beranek, yes, Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.
