Mr. Cook motioned to introduce and advertise the intent to adopt Ordinance No. 1 of 2012: AN ORDINANCE OF THE UPPER TYRONE TOWNSHIP ADOPTING THE 2012 EDITION OF THE INTERNATIONAL PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE, REGULATING AND GOVERNING THE CONDITIONS AND MAINTENANCE OF ALL PROPERTY, BUILDINGS AND STRUCTURES; BY PROVIDING THE STANDARDS FOR SUPPLIED UTILITIES AND FACILITIES AND OTHER PHYSICAL THINGS AND CONDITIONS ESSENTIAL THAT STRUCTURES ARE SAFE, SANITARY AND FIT FOR OCCUPATION AND USE; AND CONDEMNATION OF BUILDINGS AND STRUCTURES UNFIT FOR HUMAN OCCUPANCY AND USE, AND THE DEMOLITION OF SUCH EXISTING STRUCTURES IN UPPER TYRONE TOWNSHIP; KNOWN AS THE PROPERTY MAINTENANCE CODE.  Mr. Killinger seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Cook, yes, Mr. Killinger, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Killinger motioned authorizing and directing the township supervisors to sign and the township secretary to attest to the following agreements with Chevron North America Exploration & Production Company:

1. A Road Maintenance Agreement relative to the use of 700ft of Sherrick Road and conducting an equipment crossing over Bradish Road.

2. A Boring Agreement to bore under Bradish Road only.
