There was discussion regarding the letter received that sewage treatment charges would be increased beginning 2019.

Mr. Korns stated that the Authority has the right to send a letter objecting the increase per the Intermunicipal Agreement.  The board directed Mr. Korns to send letter to WFMSA to express the UTTSA objection and to request their reason of increase.

Unfinished Business:
Mr. Tullio questioned bank loan interest payment and Tempco billing from last month.

Engineers Report:

Mr. Utzman stated that restoration is continuing with grass seeding and paving.

He also discussed the request by Independent for Morris Knowles Inc. to perform the asbuilts that were to be done by R&B and if there would be a conflict of interest with the contract.  Solicitor Korns will check the bid specs to verify.

Last discussion from Mr. Utzman was the boring under the railroad tracks in McClure due to boring collapsing.

Solicitors Report:

Solicitor Korns remarked that hearings for non-compliant residents are continuing, and discussed correspondence from WFMSA
New Business:

Diane & Duane Freels stated that their pine tree is dead due to the installation of sewage lines on their property located on Mt. Pleasant Road and it still hasn’t been taken down after numerous calls.

It was explained that they must file a claim to the insurance company for R&B.  The Independent Company Foreman does not believe the tree in question was not a cause by the sewage project.
