UPPER TYRONE TOWNSHIP SEWAGE AUTHORITY REGULAR MEETING

November 27, 2017

Meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll Call:  Mrs. Beranek, present, Mrs. Kubic, present, Mr. Borek, present, Mr. Whoric, absent (out of town), Mr. Kendi, absent, (ill).

Persons Attending:  Solicitor Korns, Engineer Bill Utzman, Pete Fratto, Dave Tullio, Bob Lewandowski, Bill Bankes, Mary Lou Konieczny, Robert Ridenour and Recording Secretary Lori Henry.
Mr. Borek motioned to approve the October 23, 2017 regular meeting minutes as written.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent, Mr. Kendi, absent, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Treasurers Report as of 11/27/2017:

Mr. Borek motioned to approve the treasurers report.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent, Mr. Kendi, absent.  Motion accepted.

Public Comment:

Pete Fratto asked if anything was going to be done about his underground dog fence that was damaged by R&B Construction during the installation of sewage lines.

Solicitor Korns stated that it would actually be between R&B and himself. Does feel it needs to be repaired by R&B.
Mr. Utzman told Mr. Fratto that he would put it on the punch list for items that need to be done by R&B.

Bill Bankes questioned the tapping in procedure and what happens if you would be unable to connect within time frame.
Solicitor Korns stated that if weather becomes a factor it is understandably residents would need time to tap in.  Residents who are planning on tapping in but contractors might not be able to get to them until January or so, or weather plays a part in delay residents will not be cited.  Billing does begin in January tapped in or not.

Ms. Konieczny asked how the billing would be credited when residents tap in.

Mrs. Henry explained the prorated billing and prorated credit for debt payment.

Motion to Pay Bills:

Mrs. Kubic motioned to pay the bills for the month of November 2017.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent, Mr. Kendi, absent, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Correspondence:

Mrs. Henry discussed the option to purchase a pressure seal machine and pressure seal bills.  The machine is refurbished but has a one-year warranty and free maintenance for the life of the machine.  The cost is $1,500.00.  The sealed bills are $720.00 for quantity of 6000.  Mrs. Henry explained this would save cost on envelopes, paper and most of all man hours.
Mr. Borek motioned to purchase the self-sealing machine and sealed bills for a total amount of $2,100.00.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Kendi, absent, Mr. Whoric, absent.  Motion accepted.
Mrs. Henry also stated that she believes there are still administrative funds left in the PennVEST allocations for reimbursement that would cover this cost.  Mr. Utzman stated that he will look into it.

Solicitor Report:

Solicitor Korns passed out the revised contract with the Westmoreland Municipal Authority with changes as requested.  He explained that the typo errors have been corrected but the charges for water billing loss cannot be taken out per their solicitor.  There is a chance that the Authority could be charged that fee should they need to shut-off water at a residence but in his experience, they have not done that.

Solicitor Korns also gave an update on civil actions against residents and stated that he is happy of the turnout to resolve the delinquents.

He also discussed the billing from WFMSA and still feels confident that the Authority is paying the legal requirement and the TWP Solicitor is also on board with that decision.
