· PROJECT ENGINEERING – Laterals & Grinders at 376 Penn Street unmarked lateral, 2046 Kingview road wiring disconnected in pump, 174 Kendi St. restoration for owners water meter pit and lateral location at 556 Broadford Road.

Solicitors Report:

Solicitor Korns discussed possibly taking civil action against Allied World Insurance (bonding company) should restoration not begin.  After discussion the board agreed that a letter should be sent to the bonding company explaining the position the Authority is in and will proceed with Civil Action unless work begins.

Mrs. Beranek motioned to direct the Solicitor to send a letter to Allied World Insurance Co. (Bonding Company) for demand on site or Civil Action will be taken.
