February 22, 2016

Meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m.
Roll Call:  Mr. Keller, present, Mr. Kendi, present, Mr. Borek, present, Mr. Whoric, present, Mrs. Beranek, absent (vacation).

Mr. Kendi motioned to approve the January 25, 2016 Reorganization Meeting the January 25, 2016 Regular meeting and the February 6, 2016 Special Meeting minutes as written.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Treasurers report as of 02/22/2016:

Mr. Borek motioned to approve the treasurers report.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Public Comment:

Bill Edwards asked why there are delays in closing with PennVEST?
Solicitor Korns explained that delays have been partially because of Railroad approvals.
Mr. Utzman explained that required documentation that is being uploaded to PennVEST will be reviewed by them and then they will let us know if we will still be able to close on the scheduled April 5, 2016.

Mr. Kendi questioned what will happen if we aren’t ready?

Solicitor Korns stated that we will have to be ready, we cannot have it pushed any further.

Discussions continued regarding PennVEST requirements for uploads to site, condemnation objections timeline, etc.

Correspondence and Communication:
Mrs. Henry stated that she has received correspondence from a resident who bought Mr. Hoke’s property on Dexter Road.  There is a portion of the property in which the Sewage Authority had received from Mr. Hoke to place a pump station on.  The gentleman wants to subdivide the remaining property and needs a letter from the Authority stating that sewage is going to be provided to the home and stating the size which the Authority acquired
Mr. Whoric motioned to direct the Secretary to send a letter to the Fayette County Planning and Zoning on behalf of new owner (Savanick) in order for him to subdivide remaining property. Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.
2nd piece of correspondence was from DEP regarding the receiving of DBE Compliance statements from contractors.  AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST
3rd remaining correspondence discussed was regarding  Mr. & Mrs. Dennis Ray who have already made payments for the tap-in and would like to receive a reimbursement for what they have paid due to them moving and house to be vacant.
Mr. Kendi motioned to reimburse Denise & Cynthia Ray $500.00 of tap-in fees already collected for property located at 1046 Kingview Road
due to vacancy of home.  Letter to also accompany reimbursement to explain any future occupancy of the residence a tap-in fee would be charged and connection to sewage would be required.  Mr. Whoric seconded the motion. Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Solicitor Korns requested an Executive Session.

Solicitor Korns stated that the Executive Session was held in accordance with the Sunshine Law and session involved litigation and personnel issues.

Unfinished Business:

Mr. Whoric motioned to enter into an Agreement between Upper Tyrone Township and Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority for clerical services effective March 1, 2016.  All compensation & benefits to be reimbursed on a basis of one-half (1/2) of the cost of each said Secretary’s wages and benefit(s) package.  This is an allowable expense budgeted within the PennVEST loan.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Reports:

Mr. Utzman discussed the following, but not limited to, from the engineer’s report: (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST)
· Construction Agreements are in place with contractors

· PennDOT conditionally approved the Utility Occupancy Permit upon certain conditions are met.  Requested new video log from Authority which will be finished by 02/22/2016, $2,270 inspection escrow, Partner ID and certificate of insurance submission.

· Omega Rail Lease Agreement is conditionally approved upon receiving their first year lease payment in the amount of $7,000. Agreement will be executed with WDIC.

· DBE Audit is complete for all contracts

· Continuing work on PennVEST Settlement documents

Mr. Whoric motioned to pay the inspection escrow amount of $2,270.00 to PennDOT to receive approval for the Utility Occupancy Permit.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Kendi motioned to pay the $7,000 yearly lease fee to Omega Rail in order to execute agreement with WDIC.  Mr. Whoric seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.
Solicitor Korns reported on the following:

· $1.00 payment to residents for signing easements will need to be distributed.

· Mrs. Henry is getting all easements required to be recorded for closing up to the Recorder of deeds.  She will then upload all easements onto the PennVEST loan application online.

Mr. Whoric motioned to pay for easement recordings at the Recorder of Deeds in order for them to be uploaded to the PennVEST loan application.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes. Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Kendi motioned to direct and allow the treasurer to start sending the $1.00 easement cost to all residents who have signed using funds from the Tap-in Fee non-interest account. Mr. Whoric seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.
New Business:

Mr. Whoric motioned to adopt Resolution No. 02-01-2016: “A DECLARATION OF OFFICIAL INTENT TO REIMBURSE SHORT TERM BORROWED FUNDS USED TO CONSTRUCT IMPROVEMENTS TO ITS SEWAGE SYSTEM WITH FUNDS RECEIVED FROM THE PENNSYLVANIA INFRASTRUCTURE INVESTMENT AUTHORITY.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Resolution adopted.
Mr. Kendi motioned to adopt Resolution No. 02-03-2016: “AUTHORIZING THE SECURING OF FUNDING FROM THE PENNSYLVANIA INFRASTRUCTURE INVESTMENT AUTHORITY (“PENNVEST”) IN THE MAXIMUM PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $7,016,865.00 AND THE ACCEPTANCE OF A GRANT FROM THE AUTHORITY IN THE MAXIMUM PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF $2,333,135.00 FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING FUNDS TO FINANCE THE COST OF THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE SEWER SYSTEM; OF THE FUNDING RECIPIENT, TO PAY COSTS AND EXPENSES OF SECURING FUNDING; AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF PLEDGE OF THE FULL FAITH AND CREDIT AND OF THE GROSS REVENUES AND RECEIPTS OF THE AUTHORITY APPROVING THE FORM, TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF THE FUNDING DOCUMENTS; AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF THE FUNDING DOCUMENTS AND PROVIDING FOR THE AUTHENTICATION AND DELIVERY THEREOF; AND AUTHORIZING THE DISPOSITION OF THE FUNDING PROCEEDS RECEIVED OR TO BE RECEIVED FROM PENNVEST.  Mr. Whoric seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Resolution adopted.
Solicitor Korns explained that the next agenda motion is required for the PennVEST loan application.  Fees included are for past, present and future.  This amount is projected to be less than proposed in PennVEST Budgeted line item.

Mr. Kendi motioned to adopted Resolution No. 02-03-2016: “to enter into an agreement with Avolio Law Group in the estimated amount of $119,000.00 for legal services for the purpose of required legal documents to be provided to PennVEST prior to closing.  This amount includes all prior submitted invoicing for services rendered, present and future invoicing.  Mr. Whoric seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Resolution adopted.

Mr. Kendi motioned to approve payment in the amount of $100,000.00 for services previously rendered by Morris Knowles & Assoc. Inc. upon approval of draw down from Scottdale Bank & Trust from the Authorities Interim Financing.  This amount is a portion for the final design and permitting fees previously approved.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Borek motioned to take a draw down from the Authorities line of credit through Scottdale Bank & Trust, Co. in the amount of $150,000.00 for expenses occurred by the Authority for the sewage project.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Adjournment:

Mr. Kendi motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority Regular meeting.  Mr. Whoric seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.
