Mr. Utzman informed the Authority that the PennVEST Application has been reviewed and approved.  The Authority has been offered an estimated loan in the amount of        $7,016,865.00 and estimated grant in the amount of $2,333,135.00.

PennVEST has requested that the board review the loan terms and conditions and if acceptable to the board to acknowledge it on their website within 30 days.

Solicitor Korns reviewed the project costs with the board and explained that they will need to know if you, as a Board, will commit to that offer.  You have 30 days to answer whether you accept their offer but 6 months after the date to actually accept the funds.

Discussions concerning alternatives with the project scope and possibly other ways for funding would be better routes were discussed.
Reports:

Engineer Bill Utzman discussed the following items from his report (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST):
· PennDOT Highway Occupancy Permit – Has met for the 3rd time with PennDOT to review revised plans.  Morris Knowles has made some adjustments as asked by PennDOT but there will still be some parts of the project that will require lane restorations.

· Railroad permit has been submitted and we are waiting on comments.

· All Easements plats have been prepared however, there have been some adjustments to accommodate PennDOT.

· MKA and Solicitors Office are scheduling to discuss subdivisions.

· Proposed Geophysical Survey to utilize ground penetrating radar to characterize the subsurface in select project locations to determine impacts of shallow mining.  Asking Authority to consider doing.
