· Penn Vest’s offer was accepted by the Board and Township.

· PennDOT Highway Occupancy Permit is requiring us to get a Business Partner ID.  Permit & inspection fee is $270.00

· Latitude & Longitude of all railroad crossings that the project will need to obtain right-a-ways will be required.

· Non public meetings will be scheduled to meet with sections of the Township residents for easements have been finished thus far in December, January and February in order to be able to close on the PennVest loan.

· Four substations will be needed – work is being done on these.  All locations will have to be discussed with property owners affected by these stations.  (Price to be given for use of property will be discussed later)

Mrs. Beranek motioned to send a letter to the Township Supervisors asking if they would co-partner the costs associated with the Geophysical Survey to utilize ground penetrating radar to determine impacts of shallow mining. Penalty for late remittance - $2,800.00
