Meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m.

Mr. Borek motioned to approve the November 24, 2014 regular meeting minutes as written.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes.  Motion accepted.

Treasurers Report as of 11/30/2014:

Scottdale Bank Checking - $3,971.11

Mr. Borek motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Keller, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Schmidt motioned to request a draw down from the Authorities revolving line of credit through Scottdale Bank & Trust in the amount of $4,000.00 to cover the Authority’s expenses.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Borek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mrs. Beranek motioned to approve the bills for the month of December 2014.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Keller, yes.  Motion accepted.
Engineers report:

Engineer Bill Utzman reported on the following items from the Engineers Report.  AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST
· Mr. Utzman along with Lori Henry will be working together to create a “Business Partner ID” through their website.
· A Permit issuance and inspection fee in the amount of $270.00 is required in order to obtain this ID.

· Easement meetings with residents have begun.
· Subdivisions for pump stations:  The Authority will need to entertain a real estate value to purchase ground for the subdivisions.
· HOP Permits will have to be obtained from PennDOT.

· A letter will be written to the Township Supervisors requesting assistance in fees to perform testing.

Solicitors Report:

Solicitor Korns stated that there have been 2 meetings held for signing of easements.  Everyone who needs to sign easements will have two meetings to attend.  So far we have started out good with residents signing.
· He will be sending out sub-division letters out to residents that will be affected with those.  There are approx. 4 properties.  Needs the Authority to entertain a motion of $1,000.00 per sub-division for real estate value.
Mr. Borek motioned to set the real estate value for sub-divisions at $1,000.00 per sub-division.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Borek, yes.  Motion accepted.

· Has spoke to Senator Regola’s office and they have not found any grant money that is available.

· Residents signing easements has been good so far.

· Reviewed Resolution with board to possibly pass at next months meeting allowing residents to make payments for their tap in.  Bonding issues were also discussed.  Solicitor Korns recommended Lori Henry be bonded in order to accept monies from residents and PennVEST Funds.

· A second letter will be sent out to people who have not attended the meeting in which they were invited to come.

New Business:

Mrs. Beranek motion to adopt Resolution No. 12-01-2014, “A Resolution to Establish Early Payment Program.”  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Resolution adopted.

Mrs. Beranek motioned to bond Lori Henry in the amount of $500,000.00 for the Sewage Authority.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mrs. Beranek motioned to bond John Schmidt in the amount of $500,000.00 for the Sewage Authority.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mrs. Beranek asked if the Sewage Authority would mind rescheduling the next regular meeting due to her absence and Lori Henry’s absence due to surgery.

Mrs. Beranek motioned to reschedule the January 26, 2015 regular meeting to January 19, 2015 at 5:00 p.m.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.   Vote – Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mrs. Beranek asked Mr. Utzman to remark on the discussion that they had on the previous Saturday regarding engineering fees.
Mr. Utzman stated that Morris Knowles will continue to submit their monthly invoices but are willing to not receive any payments from the Authority until PennVEST monies become available at which time the Authority would submit payment for months owed.  This would help save money on interest payments.
Mr. Schmidt questioned whether the Authority should get quotes for bonding.  Solicitor Korns stated that it is not necessary.  It was discussed that Higbee does the Township’s bonding and most agreed they are very reasonable.   Mr. Schmidt can get quotes but it is not necessary.

Adjournment:

Mr. Borek motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority regular meeting.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes.  Motion accepted.
