Why were residents who tapped in early charged more than those who did not tap in?

When are the restoration issues going to be fixed?
Did R & B file bankruptcy and if so who is replacing them?

Why doesn't the sewage authority have a separate secretary?
Ron Lewandowski questioned the calculation of the bills.
The solicitor, the board and the engineer explained that the residents who tapped in were receiving a service.  Therefore, their monthly charge was pro rated according to tap in date.
Edwin Zaffina questioned payroll of the secretaries.
Mrs. Beranek explained that the authority is only paying half of the secretary’s wages and payroll taxes.  If the authority was to hire a separate secretary, it would cost the authority more money.

Edwin Zaffina stated that he will inspect the disconnection of water lines in vacant homes at no cost; this will save the home owners from paying the engineers to do the inspection. He said he is also willing to do regular tap in inspections.  Mr. Utzman stated he does not have a problem with Edwin doing the inspections. Mr. Utzman is going to look further into this issue before any decision is made.
Mr. Gearhart stated that he will not pay any future sewage bills until his driveway and other restoration issues are fixed.  Mr. Korns advised him that this will cause him to file a case with the magistrate.  Mr. Korns explained that R & B was the contracting company that submitted the lowest bid  therefore, the authority had to award the contract to R & B Mr. Korns did inform residents that restoration issues will be taken care of, but at this time he does not know which contractor will be doing the restoration.

D & B Environmental provided License requirements, added UTTSA as additional insured.  D & B signed Retainer Agreement for 2 yrs. for authorization.  Start date is March 1, 2018 and an end date of March 1, 2020.
