Mr. Borek motioned to adopt Resolution No. 05-01-2018: A Resolution allowing the secretary Lori Henry to do business online banking with Scottdale Bank a division of Midd Penn bank for the purpose of transferring funds from the PennVEST account into the authority general fund account for paying the monthly loan payments due at 1st of every month.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote - Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes.  Resolution adopted.

Mrs. Henry discussed the administrative costs for shut-offs with the authority and that the Twp Code Enforcement Officer Roger Adams has agreed to placard homes for shut-off due to delinquents.  It was suggested a $30.00 fee for administrative casts would be a far charge for such posting.  $15.00 per posting would be paid to Roger Adams for the posting of homes and $15.00 would be for administrative costs for the authority.  Its was agreed by all board members there would be a $30.00 charge from the authority associated with posting homes not including shut-off/on fees required.
Solicitor Korns requested an Executive Session with the board.

Executive Session began at 5:45 p.m.

Executive Session adjourned at 5:47 p.m.

Solicitor Korns stated that the Executive Session was in compliance with the Sunshine Act regarding litigation issues.
