Engineer Bill Utzman reported on several topics: 
· Morris Knowles & Assoc. Inc. needs reimbursed for PennDOT HOP Permit for Utility Pipelines in there R/W in the amount of $270.00.  (Twp will reimburse)
· The four properties requiring subdivisions are moving along. We have received two approvals and signature from property owners and looks like will only have to file condemnation on one due to death.
· Discussed the G-Force Engineering Services, LLC to survey mine voids.  AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST
· Will be requesting funding if available from the PA Bureau of Mines to help with filling these voids 

· Bob Regola would like to come and talk to Authority and Twp to discuss possible availability of grants

· Ben Dorsch, representative for the E-One grinder pump system will be here tonight at 6:00 p.m. after the meeting for residents
Solicitor Korns discussed the following:

· Non-residential usage compared to commercial usage billing. Billing will be flow based (Example - Usage of 350 gal per day would be considered 1 EDU)
· Easements progress – 77 right-a-ways still needed out of 187.   Grinder pump easements – 84 signed still needing 55.  List will be made for members to help to reach out to those who have not signed.
· Will have a 1st PennVEST conference call regarding loan Friday the 27th of this month.  Will ask if unsigned grinder pump easements must be filed condemnations
· Will need to file condemnation on one of the sub-division properties due to estate not finalized.  Will not have to neither file full title search nor will the sibling contest to it.  Requesting Authority to give permission to file.

Mr. Kendi motioned to allow the Solicitor to file condemnation on Clementine Avvampato sub-division property for pump station.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Schmidt announced that Mr. Keller along with himself have talk to Somerset Trust Bank regarding funds that the Authority could possibly borrow at a interest rate of 1.9%.  It was discussed that amount of money that Somerset Trust would loan would not be enough to cover expenses needed after the construction project begins.  Lending will be discussed as things move forward.
