· 2015-02 Pump Stations (Kukurin Contracting) payment request #7 in the amount of $154,540.42 for work period ending Feb. 13, 2017.

· 2015-13: Low Pressure Sewer (R&B Contracting & Excavating) payment request #7 in the amount of $348,851.78 for work between Jan. 7 2016 and Feb. 11, 2017.

· Construction Progress and Typical Site Issues

· Kukurin will be installing three new manholes instead of R&B.  This is so contractors will not be stepping over each other since they will be working in the same area at the same time.  These will be placed for the same amount of money as R&B’s bid price.
· Driveway that was recently concreted within the last year will be bored under instead of replacing due to cost.  Bore will be approx. $4,500.00 compared to replacement cost of $7,000.00.  The Board agreed to do bore.

Mr. Whoric motioned to reimburse James and Linda Banks $36.00 of debt fee that they have paid.  They are not required to tap into system due to footage of house location.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Kendi, absent.  Motion accepted.
