Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority Regular Meeting
June 26, 2017

Meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m.

Mr. Borek motioned to approve the May 22, 2017 regular meeting minutes as written.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Treasurers report as of 06/26/2017:

Mr. Borek motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes.  Motion accepted.

Public Comment:

Mr. Tullio asked if the drain located at Dexter & Stauffer has been fixed.  Mr. Utzman stated that he will check and see if socks from contractor have been pulled from it.

Edwin Zaffina asked that the Authority to table the Resolution regarding amended user rates since it will effect him and he would like to review it.
Bob Lewandowski asked if there was any word on his reimbursement from damage of flooding that occurred at his property.  He also asked why his property has not been restored but everyone else’s has.  Mr. Utzman said he would talk to Foreman and see what is going on.

Len Lewandowski complained about the roads that have been cut due to sewer line installation on McClure & Montgomery.  Mr. Lewandowski feels they should be made more drivable on.

Mr. Tullio stated that there needs to be a donut placed on manhole on Dexter Road.

Motion to Pay Bills:

Mrs. Kubic motioned to pay the bills for the month of June 2017.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Correspondence:

Mrs. Henry stated that she received correspondence from the Municipal Authority Association regarding convention to be held in the fall and if anyone wished to attend would need to register.

Unfinished Business:  
Solicitor Korns stated that he will be filing delinquent bills with the magistrate.  Fees will be imposed on delinquents for legal and filing.  If filing at magistrate does not work the Authority will then have the ability to shut water off.
Mr. Korns feels the Authority must do these filings not only on behalf of Authority for collecting but for those who have paid their bills.

Engineers report:
Mr. Utzman discussed the pump stations progress.  Mr. Utzman stated that the power pole still needs installed in McClure.  Still waiting for power to the Broadford Road pump station.

Mr. Utzman also reviewed the pay out requests from R&B Contracting.
Mr. Whoric motioned to approve the payment request from #14 from R&B Contracting & Excavating for Contract 2015-01: Gravity Sewer and Force Main in the amount of $361,690.86.  This is for services performed for period ending June 11, 2017.  This payment is contingent of receipt of certified payrolls.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Whoric motioned to approve payment request #10 in the amount of $48,104.20 from R&B Contracting & Excavating for Contract 2015-03: Low Pressure Sewer work performed for period ending June 11, 2017.  This payment is contingent on receipt of certified payrolls.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.
Solicitors report:

Solicitor Korns stated that he has reached out to WFMSA regarding the demand of payment that exceeds the debt loan payment amortization schedule.  Mr. Korns is still waiting on response of their legal stance regarding this.  He also stated that he would gladly meet with WFMSA and their solicitor if the board so chooses him to do so.

Mrs. Beranek asked that he do meet with them to get this situation settled.

Mr. Whoric along with Mr. Kendi agreed that it would be too expensive to send our solicitor and would like to see if they would respond before doing such.

Discussions continued until it was settled that they would not send Solicitor Korns to meet until response is received.

Mr. Whoric motioned to table Resolution No. 06-01-2017: A RESOLUTION OF THE UPPER TYRONE TOWNSHIP SEWAGE AUTHORITY, FAYETTE COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING THE SCHEDULE A, SEWER SERVICE USER RATES FOR RESIDENTIAL AND NON-RESIDETIAL CUSTOMERS. (This amended resolution clarifies debt service definitions) until the board along with Solicitor is able to review amendments.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes.   Motion was accepted.

Mr. Whoric motioned to adopt resolution No06-02-2017: A CORPORATE AUTHORIZATION RESOLUTION AUTHORIZIING THE PROPER AGENTS TO EXERCISE THE POWERS AS LISTED ON THE CORPORATE  AUTHORIZATION RESOLUTION REQUIRED BY SCOTTDALE BANK & TRUST CO. (Purpose is to remove Jesse Keller and add Edith Kubic to checking accounts.)  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Borek, yes.   Motion accepted.

Adjournment:

Mr. Borek motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority regular meeting.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.
