Public Comment:

During public comment the following were comments and concerns residents attending had:
· Was the Authority raising rates?

· Restoration issues.  When are they going to be fixed?

· Monthly billing compared to quarterly billing.

· Time period of loan

The board along with engineer and solicitor explain the issues with restoration and billing, along with why the rates are and the possibility of them going up in the future.

Pete Luczki & Edwin Zaffina asked if the deadline to be tapped in could be extended.  Solicitor Korns explained the situation of why it was necessary to have a deadline and that the deadline had past.  Mr. Korns also explained that the Authority understands with weather some delays could be possible and they are willing to continue to work with residents.

Edwin Zaffina stated that the Authority is not being fair with the situation and felt that board member Mr. Tullio is experienced in that field and could tell you it’s difficult to work in this weather.

Reports:

Solicitors Report:

Solicitor Korns discussed the property in which the house tapped in illegally and has not paid any invoices sent to them.  He is going to send letter to resident stating that they are in violation and charges will be filed in the Court of Common Pleas.  That is theft.
The Municipal Authority of Westmoreland County Agreement made with The UTTSA for water shut-offs for delinquents should be in place by February.

Engineers Report:

Mr. Utzman discussed his Engineers report: (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST)
Mr. Utzman discussed the payment requests submitted by R&B for Gravity & Sewer Contract 2015-01 in the amount of $16,601.73 and Low Pressure Sewer contract 2015-03 in the amount of $10,830.00.  These are for work performed for period ending 12/01/2017.

Project update was given including D&B Environment bid submitted to O&M of the UTT Sewer System.

Last item discussed was call received from Mt. Pleasant Airport wishing to tap into our system.  Mr. Utzman explained that there are grants available and is going to meet with them to discuss options.

Solicitor Korns stated that he wants to send a letter to R&B demanding that they be on site by the next meeting date of 02/23/2018 or legal process will begin for breach of contract.

Mr. Utzman asked for a motion to release payments to R&B for payment request #20 and #16 totaling the amount of $27,431.73.

Mrs. Kubic motioned to approve payment requests #20 for Gravity and Sewer in the amount of $16,601.73 and payment request #16 for Low Pressure Sewer in the amount of $10,830.00.  This is for work period ending 12/01/2017.  Certified payrolls must be submitted and approved before payment is released.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent, Mr. Tullio, no.  Mr. Tullio doesn’t feel they should be paid anymore until they complete work.  

Mr. Korns explained that you cannot legally hold funds for work performed.  The Authority has retainage held for restoration that has yet to be completed.

Motion was accepted.

New Business:

Mr. Borek motioned to renew the Upper Tyrone Township insurance policy for period of 02/01/2018-19 in the amount of $5,376.00.  This is a decrease of $435.00 from previous year policy.  Mr. Tullio seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Tullio, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent.  Motion accepted.

Discussion continued regarding the delaying of residents to tap in.

Mrs. Borek motioned to extend the time residents have until May 31, 2018 to tap into the sewer system.  Mr. Tullio seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Tullio, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.
