· Mr. Utzman has received verbal and email approval from the railroad.  Insurance requirements will need to be met prior to construction.
· Engineer Vince Seyko attended the Everson Borough Oct. 19, 2015 meeting to further discuss the forcemain encroachment in the Borough.

· Mr. Seyko will also be attending the Everson VFC meeting tonight (Oct. 26th) to discuss the forcemain within the fire departments property.

· Competitive CDBG/Redevelopment Authority Update;   there are funds available are but they (Redevelopment Authority) are looking for economic development such as store chains, restaurants, etc.  They do not feel sewage installation would be a top priority for funding.
· The PennDOT permit is now up and we are coordinating the $270.00 application fee to renew.

· A change order will be sent to R&B Construction due to railroad insurance requirements and PennDOT restoration bonds.

Solicitors report:

Solicitor Korns commented on the following:

· Received signed checks from Mr. Schmidt to take to ‘recorder of Deeds” and Prothonotary office to be recorded.

· Condemnations are going to be filed.  Some residents have hired attorneys but will continue to file condemnations.  

· The Authority is still on target for closing on February 25, 2016.

· We will need to rebid the contract to get numbers for the LGUDA ordinance to be adopted and finalized.
It was also discussed that the Authority should also receive a quote for liability/bonding insurance for the Authority along with required insurance for railroad.
Mrs. Beranek requested that we ask Ben Higbee from Higbee Insurance to come back and discuss a quote with the board during a regular meeting.  It was agreed that Mr. Higbee would be asked to come in to discuss quotes from board.
Mr. Korns suggested that the board make a motion to allow himself along with Mrs. Henry to review all required insurances needed for closing of PennVEST loan along with railroad required insurance to get one lump sum quote.
