Mr. Edwards motioned to approve the December 17, 2018 regular meeting minutes as written.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.
Treasurers report as of 01/14/19:

Mr. Borek motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Public Comment:

Wayne Wilson asked if the rumor that was going around that the sewage authority maybe sold is true. Mr. Wilson also questioned if there were more people to tap into the system and having additional tap-ins, would it help the authority financially.

Mrs. Beranek stated that yes the authority is looking into selling the UTT sewage system.
Solicitor Korns explained that there are some interests for purchasing the sewage system.  Mr. Korns also explained why financially the Township is considering selling; rate increase, loan payments, etc.

There were also questions from residents regarding rates and grinder pump ownership which were explained by Solicitor Korns of what could happen should the system be sold.

Phil Hunt of Kingview Road asked who to contact if he would have issues regarding his grinder pump.  
He was told to contact the sewage office and maintenance would be called out and if office is closed the number is on voice message.

Mr. Edwards motioned to pay the bills for the month of January 2019.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes.  Motion accepted.

Unfinished Business: 

Solicitor Korns explained the letter received from the solicitor of WFMSA regarding rate increase.  The WFMSA had proposed treatment rate increase of $16.77 for 2019.  There was a meeting with WFMSA, UTTSA board members Jackie Beranek & Stanley Borek, Engineer Bill Utzman, Lori Henry and myself to discuss the proposed increase.  
After the meeting it was discussed to propose to WFMSA that the UTTSA might be willing to increase the current charge of $12.00 per month per EDU to the 2018 WFMSA current treatment rate of $14.25, but not any higher.  Solicitor Korns stated that he believes this is fair and to argue the rate increase in litigation would cost the authority a lot more than the rate of $14.25 this year.  Solicitor Korns requested a motion to agree to the $14.25 per EDU, a rate increase of $2.25 per EDU per month.

Mr. Edwards motioned to increase the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority treatment rate per EDU by $2.25; from $12.00 to $14.25.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Tullio, no, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.
Engineer Reports:  

Mr. Utzman discussed the status of project tasks from the engineer report.  (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST)
New Business:

Mrs. Kubic motioned to pay $100,000.00 from the Authorities Tap-in Fee Account towards the Scottdale Bank & Trust Co.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes.  Motion accepted.
Mrs. Kubic motioned to adopt resolution No. 01-1-2019: “to extend the revolving line of credit with Scottdale Bank & Trust Co., A Division of Midd Penn bank until August, 2019, for an additional six (6) months.  This is due to the extended time needed for closing the PennVEST loan.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Resolution adopted.

Mr. Borek motioned to adopt Resolution No. 01-02-2019: “ A RESOLUTION GUARANTEEING PAYMENT OF A PROMISSORY NOTE TO THE SCOTTDALE BANK AND TRUST COMPANY FOR A REVOLVING LINE OF CREDIT” (Amount $374,357.43).  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Resolution adopted.

Mr. Borek motioned to increase the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority sewage bills to $78.00 per month per EDU.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Edwards motioned to open and revisit the 2019 UTTSA Budget due to rate increase imposed by WFMSA for treatment.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mrs. Kubic motioned to adopt the 2019 budget with line items of increase receivables sewer collections to $521,530.20 and increase of expenditures to $589,075.61 due to rate change for the WFMSA O&M.  Mr. William seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to direct the Solicitor to send a letter to the Municipal Authority of Westmoreland County stating the UTTSA mutual interest as Upper Tyrone Township of selling the Upper Tyrone Township sewage system and pump stations.  Mr. Tullio seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Tullio, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Borek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Edwards motioned to allow and direct the engineer to proceed with application for possible grant to extend the sewage system along Mt. Pleasant Road and portion of Airport Road when grant funds become available this fiscal year.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes, Mr. Edwards, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Adjournment:

Mrs. Kubic motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority Regular meeting minutes.  Mr. Edwards seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Edwards, yes, Mr. Tullio, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Borek, yes.  Motion accepted.
