Reports:

Mr. Utzman discussed the following from the engineers report: AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST
· Gravity Sewer Contract 2015-01 Rebid bids was opened on December 21, 2015.  Bids came in $75,000.00 over budget but we are still under the 10% threshold.  The Authority will need to accept lowest bidder.
Mr. Borek motioned notice of intent to award the bid from R&B contracting in the amount of $5,373,415.00 for the Gravity Sewer Contract 2015-01.  Mr. Schmidt seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Keller, absent, Mr. Kendi, absent.  Motion accepted.
· Everson Borough issued conditional approval for the forcemain to pass through Everson Borough.

· Everson VFC’s attorney has submitted questions and request to Lori Henry for the easement through their property and we are continuing to work with them.

· Contract 2015-02/2015-03:

· The DBEs submitted by Kukurin Construction, Inc. and R&B Construction Inc. are under DEP full audit.

· R&B Contracting’s “Flygt” pump supplier has requested topographic maps for their hydraulic calculations.  We will not be approving the pumps for a “bid substitution”

Mr. Utzman also supplied a probable debt and income statement to the board to review the anticipated funding, debt payments and probable user rates. (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST)
Lastly Mr. Utzman stated that there have been approximately 228 survey forms returned to the Township for possible tap-in assistance out of approximately 600 that were sent out. We are requesting that residents please return those immediately.

Solicitors Report:

Solicitor Korns reported that he has spoken to the representative from the insurance company in which Mr. Schmidt provided to the board.  Will continue to look into insurance options.  Did realize though that the insurance dividend program that is provided to businesses would not pertain to the General Liability that the board must receive.

Working with Everson Borough’s Solicitor to wrap up the Intermunicipal Agreement with them.

Solicitor Korns also stated to the Board that they will need to pass a motion agreeing to the Everson Volunteer Fire Company’s terms requested in the easement.

Mr. Borek motioned to agree with the proposal submitted by the EVFC Solicitor in exchange that the Authority will waive all claims and assess benefits against the property of the Everson Volunteer Fire Company. Mr. Schmidt seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Keller, absent, Mr. Kendi, absent.  Motion accepted.
New Business: 
Mr. Schmidt motioned to adopt the 2016 Sewage Authority Budget.  Budget is set at $10,350,000.00 in income and $9,625,834.00 set as expenses leaving an estimated income at $724,166.00.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Keller, absent, Mr. Kendi, absent, Mr. Schmidt, yes.  Motion accepted.

Board entered into Executive Session at 5:44 p.m.

Executive Session ended at 6:08 p.m.

Solicitor Korns stated that the Executive Session was held in accordance with the Sunshine Act regarding personal issues.
