Mr. Borek motioned to approve the April 24, 2017 regular meeting minutes as written.  Mrs. Kubic seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes.  Motion accepted.
Treasurers report as of 05/22/2017:

Mr. Kendi motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes.  Motion accepted.

Public Comment:

The following was heard and discussed at public comment:

· Jennifer Miller from 116 Scottdale-Everson Road, asked why the water has been on and off at her residence.  Mr. Utzman explained that there have been many missed marked water lines causing R&B to hit them along with the water lines being very old lines that are just falling apart.

· Bob Lewandowski from Mt. Pleasant Road asked what the status of his claim is.  Claim is through R&B the authority has no liability with it.

· Mary Lou Konieczny of Mt. Pleasant Road asked when laterals would be put in.  Mr. Utzman did not have an exact date but stated that it would be soon.
· Dave Tullio of 205 Dexter Road asked if something could be done with drain on corner of Dexter and Stauffer St.  Drain is not working due to socks from contractor around it.

· Pete Fratto from Kingview Road asked who would be responsible for any injuries that may occur due to the man hole in his yard that is not being flush with ground.  Mr. Utzman stated that he would look into seeing if they (R&B) can make it better than what it is now.  Mr. Korns also stated
that the responsibility could be the Authorities depending of what might occur.
Motion to Pay Bills:

Mrs. Kubic motioned to pay West Penn Power in the amount of $49,789.94 retroactive to May 9, 2017 due to importance to provide electric service to all four pump stations in order to not delay sewage project.  Funds were disbursed from the tap-in fee account which will in turn be reimbursed by approved payment request from PennVEST.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Borek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Engineer Bill Utzman discussed the following from the Engineers Report:

Mr. Kendi questioned the update with the pine tree on Everson Valley Road in which the resident is demanding be taken down due to damage to roots during installation of sewer lines.

Mr. Utzman stated that R&B is going to have it taken down.  This will be no cost to the Authority.

Mrs. Kubic motioned to approve payment request #13 from R&B Contracting & Excavating for Contract 2015-01: Gravity Sewer and Force Main in the amount of $283,125.55. This is for services performed for period ending May 7, 2017.  Mr. Whoric seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Whoric motioned to approve payment request #10 in the amount of $69,399.40 from R&B Contracting & Excavating for Contract 2015-03 Low Pressure Sewer for work performed for period ending May 7, 2017.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes.  Motion accepted.

Solicitors Report:
Solicitor Korns stated that he has reached out to the WFMSA Solicitor, Daniel Hudock regarding the invoicing still being received for debt payment that is not according to signed Guaranty Agreement.  Solicitor Hudock was unaware of terms in the agreement and stated that he would review and get back to Solicitor Korns.

Mr. Hudock also asked if the Authority would be willing to pay extra on the loan.  Mr. Korns explained the financial position that we are in and agreed that we would be paying our portion that is owed but cannot pay extra.  Mr. Korns is hoping that with him sending a copy of Guaranty Agreement and their discussion it will take care of this conflict.
Solicitor Korns reviewed and discussed the Resolutions that were provided to the Authority defining vacant homes and collection of Municipal Claims.
New Business:

Mrs. Kubic motioned to accept the quote from Means & Vance, PC in the amount of $2,300.00 for the fiscal audit for calendar year ending December 31, 2016.  Should a Federal Single Audit be required an additional $1,850.00 will be added to quote price for the fiscal audit 2016.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion. Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Whoric motioned to direct the secretary to advertise for bids for the

OPERATIONS & MAINTENANCE OF PUBLIC SEWAGE SYSTEM following the construction of the Upper Tyrone Township Sanitary Sewer Project scheduled to complete in October 2017.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Kubic, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes.  Motion accepted.
