February 3, 2016

Meeting was called to order at 9:30 a.m.

Persons Attending: Solicitor Korns, Engineer Bill Utzman, Supervisor Chuck Cook, Ben Higbee and Recording Secretary Lori Henry.

Unfinished Business:

Ben Higbee from Higbee Insurance reviewed the insurance proposal requested by the Board for the required Rail Road coverage and Appointed Officials insurance coverage.

Mr. Kendi motioned to accept the bid proposal for the required Rail Road insurance needed for the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Project and coverage of the Appointed Officials in the amount of $5,221.00.  This premium is for one year of coverage.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Whoric motioned to have the Chairman, Jesse Keller sign the Highway Restoration Bond Signature pages for Contracts 2015-03 and 2015-01 rebid.  This is due to PennDOT requirement that the resolution signatory has to match exactly as to the resolution.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent.
Mrs. Henry informed the Board that Scottdale Bank & Trust Company has approved the Interim Financing in the amount of $1,800,000.00 at 2.2%.
Solicitor Korns stated that R&B Contracting submitted documentation stating that they would like to have their non-union company Allstate to perform the sewage project work for which they were awarded.  He explained that legally they will not be able to do that because they cannot switch their DBA’s.  We have told them they will have to do as R&B as they bid.

If they break or withdrawal their bid they could be looking at a substantial fees owed to the Authority and they will be held responsible for all fees that this may incur to the Authority.

Mr. Korns is going to send them letter stating that they will be accountable for these fees should they back out of contract.

Mr. Whoric asked whether Mr. Utzman has heard any more from PennDOT regarding the Authority needing to have the roads re-videoed.
Mr. Utzman stated that Mr. Seyko (Morris Knowles) has set up a meeting with them to hopefully resolve the issue.  There were slight changes to Kingview Road (shoulder repair) so we are hoping to be able to just redo that road.

Solicitor Korns stated that the easements will be filed Friday in the courthouse and the remaining condemnations will be served.  All easements after being recorded will need to be uploaded to the PennVEST site.

New Business:

Mr. Whoric motioned to bond the Treasurer, Lori Henry for $500,000.00.  Premium is $500.00 for a period of one year.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent, Mr. Borek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Whoric motioned to appoint Lori Henry as Secretary for the Sewage Authority Board.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, absent, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mr. Borek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Adjournment:

Mr. Borek motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority Special meeting.  Mr. Keller seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Whoric, yes, Mrs. Beranek,  absent.  Motion accepted.
