March 23, 2015

Meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m.

Mr. Schmidt motioned to approve the February 23, 2015 regular meeting minutes as written.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, absent, Mr. Keller, absent.  Motion accepted.

Treasurers Report as of 02/28/2015:

Scottdale Bank Checking - $1,295.87

Mrs. Beranek motioned to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mr. Schmidt seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, absent, Mr. Keller, absent.  Motion accepted.

Public Comment:
Alan Gillott resident of Dexter Road asked the Solicitor if he could define the rule of DEP with not requiring a resident to tap into sewage.

Mr. Korns stated that if you home is 150’ from sewage line you are not required to tap in but if you would want to tap in you can.  This would also increase the property value.

Mr. Gillott wants to make sure that this will be defined in the rule and regulations that would be adopted by the board.  Mr. Gillott also wondered if he would buy a tap now would he be required to pay a usage fee.
Mr. Korns stated that he would not have to pay a usage fee until he would tap in.

Mr. Schmidt stated that the Authority would need to take a draw down to cover authority expenses.

Mr. Schmidt motioned to take a draw down from the Authorities line of credit through Scottdale Bank & Co. in the amount of $5,000.00 to cover the Authorities expenses.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Keller, absent, Mr. Borek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Schmidt motioned to approve the bills for the month of March 2015.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, absent, Mr. Keller, absent.  Motion accepted.
Correspondence:  None

Mr. Schmidt advised the board that he received information regarding funding resources to help residents that are low income with costs associated with connection to sewage. AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST
Mrs. Beranek expressed to the public that the authority is still trying to get more grant money to help with costs of project which in turn will help the residents.

Reports:
Engineers Report:

Engineer Vince Seyko discussed the following from the Engineers Report (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST):

· The Authority is required to get a “Business Partner ID” application has been submitted awaiting for ID number from PennDOT
· Applications for HOP permits have been submitted for the two property owners that was required

· Easements 

· Subdivisions for pump stations located at Lewandowski property, Dexter Road, Broadford Road and Everson Street.

Solicitor Korns requested the board have an Executive Session to discuss the Lewandowski Sub-Division.

Executive Session began at 5:20 p.m. and ended at 5:24 p.m.

Mrs. Beranek motioned to approve the decision that the board reached concerning offer of items, tap, property fee, etc. Mr. Schmidt seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes. Mr. Keller, absent, Mr. Borek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Solicitor Korns stated that the Dexter Road pump station and Broadford pump station has been singed by property owners.  The Everson Street Pump station property owner is deceased.  There are two heirs to the property which they will not contest to the eminent domain process that has to been done due to estate not finalized.
Engineer Vince Seyko finished discussing the following from the report:

· Results and Recommendations regarding the abandoned mines.

· The draft resolution as requested has been completed with fees for residential and non-residential customers.  The fees are based off of anticipated UTTSA debt service, UTTSA O&M service, WFMSA debt service and WFMSA O&M service. Fee sheet AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST

Solicitor Korns stated that the resolution will not be adopted at this meeting.  This will be adopted closer to loan closing.

Solicitors Report:

Solicitor Korns remarked on the recent call with PennVEST representatives along with himself, Bill Utzman, John Schmidt and Lori Henry regarding what the Authority will be required to have in place before closing on loan.  He believed they (PennVEST) were surprised on how far we have come with progress in easements, etc.

Being that part of the project is a low pressure system the loan will cover the costs of buying, installing and maintaining all grinder pumps for all residents who have signed the “Grinder Pump Easement” but in order for the loan to cover this expense they must be maintained for the life of the loan.
We do not have to file eminent domain on these easements but any unsigned easements will not be covered under the authority’s expense.

Tentative closing with the PennVEST loan will be August 27th, 2015.  The next call with PennVEST will be May 20th, 2015.

New Business:

Mrs. Beranek motioned to adopt Resolution No. 03-01-2015: Resolution of Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority the Execution and Delivery of a Service Agreement between the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority and the Township of Upper Tyrone.  Mr. Schmidt seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, absent, Mr. Borek, absent.  Resolution adopted.
Mr. Schmidt motioned to adopt Resolution No. 03-02-2015: Resolution Selecting, Appropriating and Condemning Certain Rights of Way and Easements in and through Property Situated in Fayette County, Pennsylvania, Authorizing Counsel to Institute the Necessary Proceedings, File the Necessary Bond and Thereafter take all Required Action as is Necessary in order to prosecute the Eminent Domain Proceedings.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Borek, absent, Mr. Keller, absent.  Resolution adopted.

Mr. Korns requested that the board pass a motion to approve a “Bond” to be filed with condemnations with cost approved by the board that would be paid to owners for which the condemnation would be filed.

Mr. Kendi motioned to approve a “Bond” to pay the costs associated with the filing of condemnation of properties which amount would be approved by the Board.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mr. Keller, absent, Mr. Borek, absent.  Motion accepted.

Len Lewandowski asked what happens with the grinder pumps after the 30 year loan has been paid off.

Solicitor Korns stated that the grinder pumps would then be turned over to the property owners.  This usually happens within 5 years with most projects but with the rules set by PennVEST the Authority will have to maintain them for the life of the loan.

Adjournment:

Mrs. Beranek motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority Regular Meeting.  Mr. Schmidt seconded the motion.  Vote - Mr. Schmidt, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, absent, Mr. Borek, absent.  Motion accepted.
