Correspondence:

Letters were sent out to various Municipal Authorities requesting quotes for service providers for the operation and maintenance of approx. 60,000 ft of newly installed sewage lines, 5 submersible pump stations, and approximately 15,000 ft of low pressure EOne system with 116 grinder pumps.

Mr. Utzman stated he has received replies from North Fayette and Mt. Pleasant Municipal Authority who are very interested in providing these services.
Unfinished Business:

Solicitor Korns asked the board to review resolutions for passage at next months meeting.

Solicitor Korns also went over the PennVest application with the board and informed them of what information that Mr. Utzman is going to need to complete it.  May 15th is the cutoff date and wants to make sure that we are ready May 14, 2014.
Reports:

Mr. Utzman discussed the following:

· Scheduling a special meeting before submittal of PennVest application to make sure our “ducks’ are in order.  Tentative date will be May 5, 2014.

· Submitting application to the Fayette Conservation District

· Widmer Engineering requested lists of all addresses, Tax ID and names of EDU users

· Abandoned mines, request all residents be proactive and let us know of knowledge of them to help with possible grants and making us be higher on the priority list for PennVest
Mr. Kendi had questions regarding the following issues:

1. Are apartment complexes considered 1 EDU? 
Apartments will have one hook up but each apartment will have a tap in fee and each occupancy apartment will have their own user fee.

2. How will the car wash be billed?

It will be base fee according to the DEP Waste Water Manual.

There was also a discussion regarding the Township possibly passing an Ordinance for “Occupancy Permits.”  This will help having control of rentals that we may not be aware of.
