· PennVEST closing has been tentatively set for Feb 25, 2016

· Attended a Fayette County Redevelopment Authority session to discuss possible funding for the project.  Was informed they are mainly looking for developments to give funding to.

· HOP Permit has expired with PennDOT will upload on line and resubmit.

Solicitors Report:

· Discussed attending meeting with Carload Express regarding railroad permit.  Industrial Development Council feels that the Authority is getting close to receiving the permit

· Received a copy of easement from Scottdale Borough signed and ready to be recorded

· Have approx. 25 condemnations ready to be signed by chairman for legal process to begin

· Met with Township Supervisors and Solicitor to discuss LUGDA ordinance in which the Township will need to introduce in October and adopt at November meeting to meet required deadline on PennVEST closing

· Once railroad issues permit the Authority will be moving full speed ahead
