Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority Regular Meeting
August 22, 2016

Meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m.

Roll Call:  Mr. Keller, present, Mrs. Beranek, present, Mr. Borek, present, Mr. Kendi, present, Mr. Whoric, absent (ill).

Persons Attending:  Solicitor Korns, Engineer Bill Utzman, Len Lewandowski, Ron Lewandowsi, Supervisor Rich Beranek, Nancy Killinger, Terry Coughenour, Diane Lewandowsi and Recording Secretary Lori Henry.

Mr. Kendi motioned to approve the July 25, 2016 regular meeting minutes as written.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent.  Motion accepted.

Treasurers Report as of 07/25/2016:

Mrs. Beranek motioned to approve the treasurers report.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent.

Public Comment:

Len Lewandowski questioned whether everyone in the Township is getting sewage.  He felt that it was a pick and choose decision.  

Solicitor Korns explained that the Sewage Authority is picking up as many residents as they could afford to receive sewage.  The Authority wishes they could pick-up more customers.  Mr. Korns explained the DEP process of deciding what areas are to serviced.

Nancy Killinger asked when the will be restoring Mt. East Road.  She feels that it is a dangerous situation especially with school starting and buses traveling on that road.  She also stated that the employees of the contractor R&B used her hose from house to water down road and broke her hose box.  She would like it to be replaced.

Terry Coughenour asked who was hauling the wood away where it was cleared along Municipal Road.  He also wondered if the owner was contacted to inform her that it was being taken.
Motion to Pay Bills:

Mr. Borek motioned to pay the bills for the month of August 2016.  Mr. Kendi seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent.  Motion accepted.

Unfinished Business:  None

Reports:

Engineer Bill Utzman discussed the following from his engineer’s report:  (AVAILABLE UPON REQUEST)
· The third Payment Application has been approved by PennVEST and deposited into UTTSA account.

· Construction Period Services:
Contract 2015-01 Gravity and Forcemain Project – Gravity lines are being installed on Valley View.  Will continue to Kingview until end of contract.

· R&B has submitted Payment request #4 in the amount of $281,731.25

· Contract 2015-02 Pump Station Project – Contraction of pump stations is anticipated to start in September 2016.  Everson St Pump Station will be first.
· Contract 2015-03 Low Pressure and Grinder Pump Project – R&B started horizontal directional drilling in Owensdale area.

· R&B has submitted Payment Request #2 in the amount of $46,095.30.

· Montgomery Road cannot be horizontally directional drill due to rock debt.

· Contract 2015-01 Site Issues – Pennsylvania DEP performed Site Inspection and found numerous erosion control violations at the site.  (Discussion continued regarding this issue)

Solicitors Report:

Solicitor Korns stated that he is working with Bill Utzman regarding the DEP issues with R&B Contracting.
Mr. Korns also discussed the following:

· Suggest holding off on Payment request to R&B Contracting for Contract #2013-01 in the amount of $281,731.25 until the Authority receives confirmation that violations have been corrected.  The Authority would still be in the time line with the “Prompt Payment Act” for worked performed.

· Talk to Dan Hudock WFMSA Solicitor regarding billing for debt payment to WFMSA.  He agreed payment is not due until January 2017 and stated that he will talk to the WFMSA Board regarding our issues.
· He discussed treatment issues with other authority’s lines that he feels our Authority should not be responsible for repairs to ours since ours will be new.  Discussion continued.

New Business:

Mr. Kendi motioned to reimburse Upper Tyrone Township for reimbursable costs in the amount of $166,092.00.  This amount includes $16,092.00 of permit fees.  This reimbursable amount has been budgeted in the PennVEST loan amount, approved by PennVEST for reimbursement and deposited into account for reimbursement to the Township.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent.  Motion accepted.
Mr. Kendi motioned to approve contractors Payment request to R&B in the amount of $46,095.30 for Contract 2015-01.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Whoric absent.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Kendi motioned to approve contractor’s payment to R&B in the amount of $281,731,.25 for contract 2013-01 with stipulation that they receive written approval from DEP for verification that DEP violations have been corrected.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent.  Motion accepted.
Mrs. Beranek motioned to direct the Solicitor to write a letter to R&B Construction to explain holding of payment until notice from DEP with compliance to erosion control.  Mr. Borek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent, Mrs. Beranek, yes.  Motion accepted.

Mr. Borek motioned to enter into an “Agreement for Engineering Services” with Morris Knowles & Associates, Inc. for engineering services outside of sewage project.  Mrs. Beranek seconded the motion.  Vote – Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent.  Motion accepted.

Adjournment:
Mr. Borek motioned to adjourn the Upper Tyrone Township Sewage Authority Regular meeting.  Mr. Keller seconded the motion.  Vote – Mr. Keller, yes, Mr. Borek, yes, Mrs. Beranek, yes, Mr. Kendi, yes, Mr. Whoric, absent.  Motion accepted.
